Big Brother Wayne and

Big Brother Wayne was introduced to his Little Brother,
Zyshonne, on February 18, 2009 through the Adult School
Based Program. Zyshonne was just 10 years old at the time.
He was living with his grandparents and they felt the Big
Brothers Big Sisters program would be helpful because
Zyshonne was a shy child who did not always reach out to
others.

Zyshonne was a little nervous when he first met Wayne but
after meeting with him a few times he became more
comfortable and more trusting. Eventually they became
inseparable. After being matched awhile, Wayne requested to
become School Based Plus, meaning he could now see
Zyshonne outside of school. In March of 2010 Wayne and
Zyshonne transitioned into the Community Based Program.

Wayne and Zyshonne spend their time going out to eat, going
to the park, playing checkers, going to the movies and
participating in Big Brothers Big Sisters events and activities or
just hanging out and talking. Wayne has also helped Zyshonne
in school by helping with homework; giving encouragement and
helping Zyshonne's grandparents navigate the school system.
When you see them together, you can see the mutual
admiration, friendship and respect that has developed. They
are an awesome team!

But the story does not end there! Recently Zyshonne decided
to pay it forward by becoming a Big Brother himself in the High
School Mentoring Program. He is an awesome Big Brother
who understands how a one-to-one mentoring relationship can
make a difference in the life of a child.
